
Rules
•	 No drinks on the greens
•	 No smoking or vaping on the greens
• 	� No dropping or throwing bowls –  

bowls must be rolled
•	 No standing in the ditches
•	 Flat, soft soled shoes only – no heels
•	 Return all equipment when finished

•	 Have fun but play sensibly

Equipment
•	 1 mat – placed on center line
•	 Jack – placed on centre line
•	 Sets of bowls
• 	� The bowls are used and identified by the circles on 

the side, being ‘big’ or ‘small’, with the small circle 
being seen on the inside of the larger circle.

• 	� The small circle is what gives the bowls direction, 
meaning it will turn in the direction of whichever 
side the small circle is on.

How to Play
The object of the game is to get as close to the jack as possible.
• 	� Each player will have 2-4 bowls (depending on group size). Tip – take note of what your set of  

bowls looks like or the icon on the side so you know which is yours when scoring.
•	 Split into two even groups and pick your positions (1st, 2nd, 3rd etc)
•	 Place mat on the centre line of rink and roll white jack up to opposite end
•	 When jack stops rolling, move across to centre line in the position that it landed
• 	� You will play in your position while battling the player in the same position in the opposing group.  

For e.g your 1st, then their 1st, 2nd then their 2nd and so on until everyone has bowled.
• 	�� Now it is time to go to the other end and see who the winner is! The closest bowl to the jack wins that round 

for their team. 
See bowls staff for availability - $10 deposit required per group (returned once bowls signed back in).  
Min age 8 years – parent/ guardian must be on green with children at all times.
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
